SHOW RULES AND GENERAL INFORMATION 

PLEASE READ CAREFULY 
 

1. This show is covered by the rules and specifications of 
the current USEF Rule Book and will be conducted and 
judged in accordance therewith. It us up to competitors to 
know, understand, and follow competition rules. 

2. ENTRIES: All entries must be postmarked by the clos-
ing date.  The show management may close entries early 
if the show is full.  Entries must be filled out completely, 
signed by rider, owner, trainer and coach and have prop-
er fees enclosed.  Junior riders (age 18 or under) must 
have the parent or guardian parent sign the release. No 
numbers will be issued without completed entries, full 
payment, signatures, fees and  CURRENT copies of 
ALL registration cards.  Fee of $10 will be charged if all 
cards are not attached.  

3. FEES:  Class fees; USDF Introductory Level - $40 per 
test.  Training through Fourth Level $50 per test, FEI and 
Freestyle Classes $55 per test.  USDF Qualifying Classes 
add $10 per class fee. Office fees per entry; $25 for 
mailed paper entries, $15 for entries submitted online. 
(Online entries available at www.EquestrianEntries.com) 
Return check charge is $25. Post entries will be accepted 
as space allows plus a $15 late fee. All other USEF/
USDF/CDS fees listed under Mandatory Fees on the 
Entry Form apply.

4. FREESTYLES: Freestyle entries must send a copy of eligi-
bility test with entry.  Freestyle music must be on compact 
disk.  Please give to Show Secretary upon check-in on show 
day. Sound check will be held daily at the first break. 

5. PONY MEASUREMENT: Competitors wishing to have 
their scores count for pony awards must include a current 
pony measurement card with their entry.  If the competitor 
wants to have their pony measured at the show, they must 
let management know in advance so that a time can be ar-
ranged with the Vet.  Competitor is responsible for all Vet 
call charges.   

6. SCRATCHES AND CANCELLATIONS:  It is the re-
sponsibility of the competitor to inform the show secretary 
(510) 672-3260 of intention to scratch.  Scratches made be-
fore the closing date or at any time with a doctor’s or veteri-
narian’s certificate will have fees refunded less the office 
fee.  Fees for scratches after closing date without a veteri-
narian or doctor certificate will not be refunded.  



7. MANAGEMENT : The Horse Show Management reserves 
the right to interpret all questions and conditions in regard to 
or arising out of any incident in the show without claims for 
damages or recourse of any kind. All questions not covered 
in these rules and regulations shall be decided by the Horse 
Show Management and their decision will be final. The 
Horse Show Management reserves itself the right to refuse, 
accept conditionally, or to cancel any entries, disqualify rid-
ers or exhibitors, prohibit exhibition of entries and to cancel 
award prizes, without claim to damage, to change, cancel or 
combine any classes, to reschedule classes after due notice to 
exhibitors, or to change rings or substitute officials. The 
judges decisions are strictly their own and the Management 
accepts absolutely no responsibility for: those decisions.  
Management reserves the right to arrange for additional 
judges and to cancel, combine of amend any class, including 
but not limited to class awards, scheduling and location. 

8. LONGING: Absolutely no longing in the warm up arena. Long-
ing allowed in designated longing arenas only. 

9. SCRATCHES AND CANCELLATIONS:  It is the re-
sponsibility of the competitor to inform the show secretary 
(510) 672-3260 of intention to scratch.  Scratches made be-
fore the closing date or at any time with a doctor’s or veteri-
narian’s certificate will have fees refunded less the office 
fee.  Fees for scratches after closing date without a veterinar-
ian or doctor certificate will not be refunded.  

10. RIDE TIMES : Times will be emailed and posted on the 
Greenville website. (www.greenvilleequestrian.com) Please 
submit a legible valid email address with entry.  It is the rid-
er’s responsibility to inform management if times are not re-
ceived. Riders should be prepared to ride at any time, as clas-
ses may need to be scheduled out of order. 

11. ARENAS and FOOTING: Show arena is outdoors and is 
standard regulation size (20m x 60m) overall dimensions 
approximately 100’ X 240’, and has sand/rubber footing 
mix. Warm up arena may be indoors or outdoors as neces-
sary with similar footing.   

12. VET & FARRIER :  On call. Phone numbers will be posted 
at the show office. 

13. STABLING: Limited, permanent 12 x12 stalls with 
doors available at $30/day. Competitor is responsible for 
feed/hay.  Contact show management for availability 
and reservations. 

14. SHARPS CONTAINERS: GR1210.4 Competition 
management shall place a minimum of one sharps con-
tainer per each competition, whether or not stabling is 
provided. Additionally, at least one sharps container per 
fifty occupied stalls for the disposal of needles and other 
disposable sharp instruments in convenient locations in 
barns housing competition horses. It is competition 
management’s responsibility to replace such containers 
when full and dispose of them properly. Competition 
management may fine any individuals including 
trainers, owners, exhibitors, or their agents up to 
$100 for improper disposal of needles or other sharp 
disposable instruments. Competition management will 
place a notice of this requirement either in its prize list 
or on a specific handout given to trainers on check in at 
the competition. If local law has different requirements, 
local law will prevail. Competitions failing to comply 
with placing the required number of containers on the 
show grounds will be considered in violation of the rules 
and may be subject to penalty as determined by the CEO 
or Executive Director and/or the Hearing Committee.  

15. FOOD: Breakfast & lunch will be available on the 
grounds throughout the show.

Minors who do not have a valid driver's license which allows them to operate a  motorized vehicle in the state in which they 
reside will not be permitted to operate a  motorized vehicle of any kind, including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, 
scooters,  or farm utility vehicles, on the competition grounds of licensed competitions. Minors who  have a valid temporary 
license may operate the above described motorized vehicles as  long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driv-
er's license. Violations of this rule  will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) who are 
responsible for the child committing the offense. Penalties may include exclusion of the  child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or 
trainer(s) from the competition grounds for the  remainder of the competition and charges being filed against any of the 
above individuals in accordance with Chapter 6. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disa-

USEF MEMBERSHIP STATEMENT 

Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions, 
Eventing Competitions at the Preliminary Level or above and Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced 
Level, Dressage, Reining and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides. A nonmember may participate as a 
handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, agent, coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dres-
sage Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined Driving Competitions upon payment of a $30 nonmember 
registration fee. Participants in the following classes are exempted from the Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 
2) exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) walk trot and academy classes (academy clas-
ses are classes limited to horses used regularly in a lesson program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de 
deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed Reining Competitions. 8) Opportunity classes, 9) citizens of other 
nations who have proof, in English, of current membership in good standing of their own National Federation, 10) 
USEA beginner novice division; and 11) assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding classes. 

Protective Headgear for Dressage Statement 

In accordance with DR120.5: 
Effective March 1, 2011, for dressage: Anyone mounted on a horse must wear protective headgear except those riders 
age 18 and over while on horses that are competing only in FEI levels and tests at the Prix St. Georges level and 
above (including FEI Young Rider Tests, the USEF Developing Prix St. Georges Test and the USEF Brentina Cup 
Test).

I represent that I am eligible to enter and/or par1cipate under the 

Rules, and every horse I am entering is eligible as entered. I also agree that as a condi1on of and in considera1on of acceptance of entry, the 

Federa1on and/or the Compe11on may use or assign photographs, videos, audios, cable - casts, broadcasts, internet, film, new media or other 

likenesses of me and my horse taken during the course of the compe11on for the promo1on, coverage or benefit of the compe11on, sport, or 

the Federa1on. Those likenesses shall not be used to adver1se a product and they may not be used in such a way as to jeopardize amateur 

status. I hereby expressly and irrevocably waive and release any rights in connec1on with such use, including any claim to compensa1on, inva-

sion of privacy, right of publicity, or to misappropria1on. The construc1on and applica1on of Federa1on rules are governed by the laws of the 

State of New York, and any ac1on ins1tuted against the Federa1on must be filed in New York State. See GR908.4  

Federa�on Release, Assump�on of Risk, Waiver, and Indemnifica�on

I AGREE to expressly assume all risks of Harm to me or my horse, including Harm resul1ng 

from the negligence of the Federa1on or the Compe11on.
