PPHC YEAR END AWARDS CRITERIA FOR 2011
PPHC points will be tallied beginning with the date the PPHC membership is PAID IN FULL by CHECK ONLY to the club/show secretary or club
treasurer.
YEAR-END HIGH POINT AND RESERVE CLASS AWARDS - The one horse/one exhibitor rule applies except for Open classes. Each horse
must be shown to at least 3 of the fotal judges throughout the year. (If the class is offered at all of the shows, you must show under 9 judges.
Cutting exhibitors must show under 7 judges.)
YEAR -END HIGH POINT AND RESERVE DIVISION AWARDS - The onhe horse/one exhibitor rule applies except for Open classes. Each
horse must show to at least 3 of the total judges, in at least one class. Each horse must show in at least 3 or more performance classes.
OPEN - Class and Division Awards - Owner of horse MUST be a member of PPHC. Exhibitor must be an APHA member but does not have to be a
member of PPHC.
NOVICE AMATEUR/AMATEUR - Class and Division Awards - Both owner and exhibitor of horse MUST be a member of PPHC. One Horse/one
exhibitor rule applies (see APHA rule AM-020).
NOVICE YOUTH/YOUTH 13 & UNDER/YOUTH 14-18 - Class and Division Awards - Both owner and exhibitor of horse must be a member of
PPHC. One horse/one exhibitor rule applies (see APHA rule YP-015).
WALK TROT 9 & UNDER - Class and Division Awards - Both owner and exhibitor of horse must be a member of PPHC. One horse/one exhibitor
rule applies. APHA ownership rules apply (see APHA rule YP-110C). Exhibitors may compete in only one showmanship class, walk trot or 13 and
under, but not both. An exhibitor may not show in both lead line and walk trot riding classes (see APHA rules YP-110B.1. and B.2.).
LEAD LINE 8 & UNDER - Class Awards - Both owner and exhibitor of horse must be a member of PPHC. One horse/one exhibitor rule applies.
APHA ownership rules apply (see APHA rule YP-105D).
NO YEAR-END AWARDS for Solid Paint Bred Classes unless awards are donated or class is sponsored. Awards for SPB classes will be chosen
by the current board. If you are interested in donating awards for any of these classes, please contact one of the PPHC Officers or Board
Members.

PPHC HIGH POINT & RESERVE WEEKEND AWARDS ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
HIGH POINT AND RESERVE WEEKEND AWARDS will consist of OPEN, NOVICE AMATEUR, AMATEUR, AMATEUR WALK TROT, NOVICE
YOUTH, YOUTH 13 & UNDER, YOUTH 14-18, WALK TROT 9 & UNDER divisions.
The one horse/one exhibitor rule applies for all DIVISIONS except OPEN. Each horse must show in 3 or more performance classes in their
respective division(s) and show in at least 2 categories of classes. You do not have to be a member of PPHC to be eligible for weekend high
point/reserve awards.
APHA ownership rules apply.

Points will be awarded as shown in chart. A maximum or 7 points/class/judge will be awarded.
