Bridle Horse Contest Rules

(Contest will run concurrent with regular class schedule in regular class draw, showing in the herdwork
class & a fence class. Scores will be cumulative of the herd, reined, & fence work scores. Highest score
wins.)

1.) Open to all breeds of horses of all ages regardless of show history. Must be shown in the bridle with romal reins &
shown in same bridle throughout the contest. NRCHA bit rules will apply.

2.) This contest will have only two divisions: open & nonpro

3.) This contest will consist of 3 scores: herd work, rein work, and cow work.

4.) All payments are final. No refunds can be made if a horse is scratched for any reason.

5.) Late entries will be accepted with a late entry penalty as stated on this entry until the day of the show & will be
placed at the bottom of the draw.

6.) Bits will be checked after each go round. A score of zero will be given for pink or bloody mouth on the horse.

7.) Horse & rider must compete in all three go rounds in order to qualify for the money.

8.) NRCHA rules & regulations will apply in all other stances.

9.) No tie downs are allowed, no wire, chain or metal or rawhide device may be used in conjunction with the bit or a
part of the leather chin strap. Leather chinstrap must be flat, flexible & at least ¥2” wide.

Snaffle Bit/ Hackamore Jubilee Contest Rules

(Contest will run concurrent with regular class schedule in regular class draw, showing in the herdwork
class & a fence class. Scores will be cumulative of the herd, reined, & fence work scores. Highest score
wins.)

1.) Open to all breeds of horses of, 5 & under in age, not to have been shown down the fence in the bridle.
Must provide proof of horse’s age (ie registration papers) with entry. Must be shown in the snafflebit or hackamore &
shown in same throughout the contest. NRCHA bit rules will apply.

2.) This contest will have only two divisions: open & nonpro.

3.) This contest will consist of 3 scores: herd work, rein work, and cow work.

4.) All payments are final. No refunds can be made if a horse is scratched for any reason.

5.) Late entries will be accepted with a late entry penalty as stated on this entry until the day of the show.

6.) Bits will be checked after each go round. A score of zero will be given for pink or bloody mouth on the horse.

7.) Horse & rider must compete in all three go rounds in order to qualify for the money.

8.) NRCHA rules & regulations will apply in all other stances.

9.) No tie downs are allowed, no wire, chain or metal or other material may be used as a part of the leather chinstrap.
Leather or woven chinstrap of any width may be used. Hackamores will have a non-metal flexible core. Horse hair
bosals are prohibited.

Qualifying classes. Herdwork class is mandatory. All fence classes on class list are
eligible. Must designated fence class on entry form. Two Rein horses enter the Bridle
Division

Payout: $100 of each entry fee & an added money of $500 per contest & division
will be paid based off of NRCHA rules.
